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Background

* The 164-acre lves Farm is the Cheshire
Land Trust’s largest property. It has
been continuously farmed since the
1700s.

* The woodlands comprise 80-acres of the
farm, and were designated as public
hiking trails from the farm’s earliest
days.

* The woodlands have not been
maintained in the past decade,
becoming impassible and generally
unused.

* The Ilves woodlands are an area the land
trust wants to showcase to its members
and the public.

» Composed a story map using Esri Story Map platform
and ArcGIS Online to let viewers “walk the trails” and
see first-hand the importance of preserving this trail
network.
